40 leaders of the Banu Hashim came to the house of Holy Prophet (saw) for Dinner. They came, ate food and then heard the 

Prophet (saw) speak about his ŵissioŶ of ͚ No god but Allah aŶd Muhammad (saw) is the messenger of Allah and whoever 

offers his help to propagate this religion will be his deputy and successor. No one stood up except  Ali (as) . After announcing 

for 3 times Prophet (saw) declared that  Ali (as) is his deputy and successor. 

One of the Titles of Imam Ali (AS) is 'Aba al-Aytam (Father of the Orphans)'. This name was given to him because he took 

care of Orphans just like a father.  

Imam Ali (as) was amongst the Ahlul Kissa. He is our 1st Imam and 2nd  Masoom.  

Holy  Prophet (saw) was ordered by Allah to leave Makka. Imam Ali (as) slept on his bed without hesitation and  when the 

non-believers entered the house to kill the Prophet (saw) they found  Ali (as) who was not  afraid at all at the site of 40 

swordsmen entering the house. 

In the 9th year of Hijra the famous event of Mubahela took place.  The Prophet (saw) said, A͚li, Fatima, Hassan and Husaain 

are my family (Ahlul Bayt). The Holy Prophet took his small family to the open land outside the city where the Christians had 

assembled 

The event of Ghadeer was on 18th of Zilhijja 10th Hijri, immediately after the last pilgrimage by the Holy Prophet. He 

gathered the Hujjaj near Ghadeer and said, “Hear and remember that to whomever I am Lord or Maula, A͚li is the Lord and 

Maula to him. 

It was Friday 13th of Rajab 30th  Amulfeel, Hazrat Fatima binte Asad, the wife of Hazrat Abu Talib gave birth to Ali ibn Abi 

Talib (as) in the Holy Ka͛aba.  

Imam Ali (as) was struck in sujood by ibn muljim on 19th Ramadhan, he attained shahadah on 21st Ramadhan.  

Imam Ali (as) was praying in the masjid when a beggar came in and Imam Ali (as) gave his ring in the state of Ruku.  

Allah (swt) reveled ayat 55 of Surah Maidah.
